Supplemental Specification # 8

This Supplemental Specification amends the provisions of the Standard Specifications for Airport Construction, 1998 Edition, and shall be considered to be a part of those Standard Specifications, superseding any conflicting provisions in the Standard Specifications applicable to work under the Contract.

Supplemental Specification # 8 is effective for all contracts bid on or after 1/1/2008.  This supplemental affects three areas.

1) 2005 Wisconsin Act 181 – Employers substance abuse program

2) Updated Liquidated Damages amounts

3) Prevailing Wage Rate & Special Services definitions added

1) The 2005 Wisconsin Act 181 requires all employers prior to performing work on public works construction projects in Wisconsin for municipal government and state building projects with the exception of state highway projects, to have a written program for the prevention of substance abuse among its employees. Projects needing this written substance abuse program are those requiring the payment of prevailing wage rates for work performed on public works projects other than state highway projects.  For legal advice on complying with Act 181 you may wish to consult with a private attorney

2) The table included in Standard specification 80-08 shall be removed and replaced with the following table.

3) Section 10-03 shall add the following definitions:

Prevailing Wage Rate.  The prevailing wage rate shall mean the wage rate listed in the project documents.  For projects having both federal and state wage rates, the prevailing wage is the higher of the two.

Special Services.  Services not specifically called for in the plans and specification that are required to be provided by competent individuals for the faithful execution of the project intents.
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
