Message to participating 
law enforcement agencies
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For a successful Click It or Ticket mobilization from May 23 to June 5, 2016, the news media must be our partners in efforts to increase safety belt use through high-visibility enforcement combined with a comprehensive public education campaign.

For statewide broadcast, the Bureau of Transportation Safety has produced Click It or Ticket TV, radio and online messages that feature former Green Bay Packer Donald Driver.  Although paid advertising is a major part of the education strategy, it’s also critical that your local news media help convey the life-saving message about safety belts.  As part of your media outreach efforts, you may wish to team up with your local law enforcement and traffic safety partners for a news conference or media event to kick-off Click It or Ticket. Here are media materials that you may customize for your own use:
