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For a successful Drive Sober or Get Pulled Over crackdown from Dec. 15, 2016, to Jan.1, 2017, news media must be partners in our efforts to combat impaired driving through high-visibility enforcement combined with a comprehensive public education campaign.
As in previous crackdowns and mobilizations, television and radio messages about the dangers of drunken driving will be broadcast. Although advertising is a major part of the crackdown strategy, it’s also critical that your local news media help convey our message.
To assist in your media outreach efforts, the Wisconsin DOT Bureau of Transportation Safety (BOTS) has created the following materials that you may customize for your own use:
· Two sample (fill in the blank) news releases to announce your participation in this year’s crackdown and to report your enforcement results at the conclusion of the crackdown. [To meet weekly newspaper deadlines, you may need to submit your news releases several days before the publication date.]
· Sample (fill in the blank) letter to the editor, which you may distribute in conjunction with or after the news release announcing your participation.
· Fact sheet, which may be distributed to the media or used as talking points for media interviews and other outreach events. 
· Social media messages for outreach and engagement with your community.
