Replacement license plates
(nonpersonalized):

A new license plate number will be issued.
Expect delivery within 1-2 weeks.

Upon receipt of the new plates, destroy the old
plate(s). If plates are stolen, notify your local
law enforcement of the stolen plate number.

Duplicate license plates (personalized):
Only the following special-interest
plates can be duplicated:

» Personalized plates of any type

» Collector/Collector cycle

» Collector Special

» Hobbyist/Hobbyist cycle

» Amateur Radio

Duplicate plate(s) with the same personalized

message or unique number will be issued.
Expect delivery within 3—4 weeks.
