	CONDITIONS FOR INSTALLATION OF VEHICLE SPEED FEEDBACK SIGN

1. The sign shall be procured using WisDOT’s Approved Product List for Vehicle Speed Feedback Signs. Products on this list meet the following conditions:
a. Sign shall conform with the requirements outlined in the Wisconsin Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices (WMUTCD) Section 2C.13.
b. Sign shall not flash (e.g., red and blue lights, white lights), strobe, change color, use alternative messages (e.g., “SLOW DOWN”, “TOO FAST”), or use other animated elements (e.g., graphics/faces). If these features are present, they must be permanently disabled by the manufacturer. 
2. The local unit of government:
a. Shall be responsible for all liability costs.
b. Shall be responsible for manufacture, liability, installation and maintenance costs, which includes removal and re-installation. This includes the cost to install the sign post, vehicle speed feedback sign, and speed limit sign it is mounted with.
c. Shall maintain the equipment in proper working order and coordinate the installation with other right-of-way users (e.g., utilities, adjacent property owners, etc.). 
d. Shall affix an identification label to the back of each sign, per Wisconsin State Statute 86.19(5).    
3. Sign installation, location, and size requirements:
a. Sign placement shall comply with WisDOT’s policy within its Traffic Engineering, Operations and Safety (TEOpS) Manual on vehicle speed feedback signs: TEOpS 2-3-8. See Figure 1 for an example image of a typical installation.

b. The final location of the vehicle speed feedback sign shall have the approval of the WisDOT Regional Traffic Engineer or an authorized representative.
c. The sign size and letter sizing shall use the Wisconsin sign plate for W13-20AP as outlined in Wisconsin’s Sign Plate Library.
d. The sign location(s) shall not impede traffic movements (through or turning). 
a. Signs may have to be temporarily removed due to maintenance operations or oversized loads. WisDOT is not responsible for sign removal or reinstallation costs.
e. Sign mounting height shall be mounted using Type II sign standards outlined in Wisconsin’s Sign Plate Library. See sign plate A4-3.
i. In urban areas, mounting height is 6’-3” from the bottom of the vehicle speed feedback sign.
ii. In rural areas, mounting height is 5’-3” from the bottom of the vehicle speed feedback sign.
f. Sign shall be mounted on a breakaway structure meeting the Manual for Assessing Safety Hardware (MASH) requirements, or as outlined in WMUTCD Section 1D.11.
4. General provisions:
a. WisDOT reserves the right to remove the vehicle speed feedback sign in the event of a speed zone modification, maintenance work, roadway improvement project or failure to maintain the device.   
b. The permit may be revoked upon written notice for failure to comply with these conditions, or upon a finding by WisDOT that the continued operation of the vehicle speed feedback sign is not warranted.
c. All costs of design, installation, operation, maintenance, and relocation or removal of the vehicle speed feedback sign installation due to roadway construction shall be the responsibility of the local unit of government.
d. It is the responsibility of the permittee to provide information and field locates on the sign's facilities for the purposes of avoiding utility conflicts.
e. During the installation and subsequent maintenance, the permittee shall follow all pertinent provisions for work zone traffic control provided in Part 6 of the WMUTCD. Additional guidance may be found in the Wisconsin Work Zone Field Manual. 
f. It is the responsibility of the permittee to identify upcoming highway improvement projects that will affect permitted installation(s) and appropriately coordinate with WisDOT staff. WisDOT will not participate in sharing costs related to removal or relocation of vehicle speed feedback signs due to improvement projects.
