Handout Purpose 
The Wisconsin Department of Transportation wishes to notify the public of a proposed 
improvement project on WIS 54 beginning on the east side of the village of Luxemburg (1/4 mile 
north of Rockledge Road) and ending on the west side of the city of Algoma (Sunset Ave.). The 
purpose of this handout is to inform the public of the project and receive feedback from the 
community. 

We want your comments 
We appreciate your input and encourage you take a moment to review the project information 
and ask the project team any questions. 

Proposed Project Improvements 
The purpose of the project is to address the deteriorating roadway pavement and improve safety. 

The project includes: 

• Milling and overlaying the existing asphalt pavement
• Milling and overlaying the parking lanes along WIS 54 in the Village of Casco
• Widening the existing paved shoulder to 5 feet
• Guardrail replacement and grading
• Culvert pipe replacements and spot drainage improvements
• Curb ramp replacements to meet ADA requirements within the village of Casco
• Miscellaneous storm sewer repairs and spot replacement of curb and gutter within

the village of Casco

Right-of-way Impacts 
New right of way, permanent limited easements (PLE), and temporary limited easements (TLE) will 
be necessary for the new curb ramps, guardrail grading, and culvert pipe work. If your property will 
be impacted by this project, a member of our real estate department will contact you. 

Traffic Control 
WIS 54 will remain open during construction. Construction activities will be completed under 
daytime flagging operations, shoulder closures, and parking lane closures. No detour is 
expected. 

Ahnapee State Trail 
Impacts to Ahnapee State Trail property are anticipated along the east side of WIS 54 between 
Rockledge Road and Heritage Road. All impacts will occur within the roadway/trailside ditch and 
will not affect the use of the trail during or after construction. Temporary impacts include 
guardrail and culvert pipe grading. All disturbed areas will be returned to a vegetative state by 
the end of the project, like the existing condition. Permanent impacts include installing two 
culvert pipe endwalls which will affect less than 75 square feet of property and be located in the 
bottom of the ditch. The trail will remain open during construction. Trail users may encounter 
short delays during milling and paving operations at the crossing of WIS 54 on the east side of 
Casco.
