For a successful Click It or Ticket (CIOT) mobilization from June 22 to July 5, 2020, the news media must be our partners in efforts to increase seat belt use through high-visibility enforcement combined with a comprehensive public education campaign.

The Bureau of Transportation Safety has produced CIOT TV, radio and online messages to be used statewide. Public education and law enforcement efforts like CIOT have proven effective in enhancing public safety. In 2009, Wisconsin’s seat belt use rate was under 74 percent. Today, it’s at an all-time high of 90.2 percent (an increase of more than 15 percent over the last decade).

Although paid advertising is a key part of the education strategy, it’s also critical that your local news media help convey the life-saving message about seat belts. As part of your media outreach efforts, you may wish to team up with other local law enforcement and traffic safety partners for a media event or coordinate announcements on Click It or Ticket. We’ve developed various media materials that you can customize for your own use:
  
· A fact sheet/talking points to help guide interviews with the media.

· Sample (fill in the blank) news release announcing your participation in this year’s mobilization. To meet weekly newspaper deadlines, you may need to submit your news release earlier.

· Sample (fill in the blank) letter to the editor for distribution before, with, or after the news release.

· Sample (fill in the blank) news release reporting your enforcement results as soon as possible after the mobilization concludes.

· Social media resources for posting Facebook or Twitter messages.
