Service will be activated in your behalf
when necessary 1f you have filed a flight
plen,

1, PFile a flight plan and arrival
report with CAA Communication
Station.

2, Whenever you deviate from your
flight plan such as being delay-
ed or change your destination,
notify the nearest CAA Communi-
cation Station.

3. If no arrival report is received
within one hour after your E.T.A,
a search will be started.

4, If your final destination is not
served by an Airway Communication
Station, indicate in the (any
other information, etc. section)
the method your arrival report
will be filed. Information on the
number and names of passengers,
if any, should be shown in this
section,

Identifiers for airports can be used in
place of the full name of the alrport.
Cruising altitude is indlicated by VFR -
not the altitude you propose to fly.
List intermediate stops if any are to
be made.

AVIATION GAS TAX REFUNDS

Wisconsin has a 4¢ per gallon tax on all
motor fuel sold in the state., However,
Section 78.14(2)(a) of the Wisconsin

Motor Tax Refund Law in brlef states that
any person who uses tax pald motor fusl

for purposes other than operating a ve-
hicle on public highways of this state J
shall be reimbursed the amount of the tax
paid upon filing a duly certified claim,

Motor fuel tax refund claim forms can be
obtained from the office of your County
Clerk or by writing to the Motor Fuel

Tax Division of the Wisconsgin Department
of Taxation, Madison 2, Wisconsin. These
forms have complete instructions on the
back,

Do not accept:

Original invoices that have corrections
or erasers made on them,

Original invoices that do not have the
sales record carboned on the back.

Original invoilces that have your name
misspelled or the wrong address.

Original invoices that do not show
the tax as a separate item.

Credit card original invoices must be
marked pald by the company lssuing the
credit card, not by the operator who
sold the gas to you.

File your claim with the Motor Fuel Tax 2
Divlision not later than six months from

the date of your oldest involce. Fill

out your claim form completely as re-
quested,

Finally, sign your name and have 1t wit-
nessed by two people or else notarized.
