Steps for U.S. citizens to 
get a free ID for voting:

1.	 Visit your local DMV office. We’ll help. 
To find a DMV, call us (844) 588-1069.

2.	Bring the following, if available:
•	Proof of Name and Date of Birth 

(Birth certificate, Passport)
•	Proof of identity  (Social Security 

card, Medicaid/Medicare card, ID 
card from another state, etc.)

•	Wisconsin Residency  (Utility bill, 
government mail, lease, etc.)

•	Proof of U.S. Citizenship  (U.S. birth 
certificate or citizenship paperwork)

•	Social Security Number

3.	 If you don’t have all or any of these...  
you can still get an ID for voting if you 
are a U.S. citizen and will be at least 
18 years of age by the next election. 
Bring what you have to the DMV, fill 
out two forms, and you will get a 
photo ID document in the mail that 
you can use in time for voting.
