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Background
WisDOT’s standard spec 646 provides bead rates for wet reflective epoxy pavement marking. Until December 2018, the department had a proprietary product justification (PPJ) from FHWA that allowed the exclusive use of 3M Wet Reflective Elements. With the expiration of the PPJ, beginning January 1, 2019, the Potters VisiMax Plus beads were added to the departments approved products list (APL).
Problem
The current Standard spec 646.3.2.3.2 only includes the double drop application rates for the 3M wet reflective elements and the glass beads that are used for that product. Since we have added an additional product to be used in place of 3M Elements (Potters VisiMax Plus), we need to specify the double drop application rate for the Potters VisiMax Plus Product and the glass beads that are used for this product.
Solution
To accommodate both bead types and any new products in the future, the bead rates for wet reflective epoxy are now listed on the departments APL within the "Wet Reflective/Recoverable Elements" table, under the “Signing and Marking - Pavement marking, delineators, and markers” tab. 

Add the following language as a no cost change order to contracts that include wet reflective epoxy bid items. This change order supersedes revisions made in the January 2019 ASP 6.

Replace paragraph 5 of Standard Spec 646.3.1.2(5) with the following:
(5) Apply liquid marking and glass beads across the line at or exceeding the following:

[bookmark: _GoBack]Replace 646.3.2.3.2(1) with the following:
(1) Apply wet reflective epoxy binder in a grooved slot with an epoxy binder that is 20 mils thick. and provide a double drop bead system as follows:
       1. Wet reflective/recoverable elements at the application rate specified in the department's APL.
       2. Glass beads conforming to 646.2.2 at the application rate specified in the department’s APL.

These specification revisions will be implemented in ASP 6 effective with the June 2019 letting and will be incorporated into the 2020 standard specifications effective with the December 2019 letting.
