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Background
WisDOT’s Standard Spec 505.2.6.1(1) (Dowel Bars and Ties Bars - General) states to “Furnish bars coated in a plant certified by the Concrete Reinforcing Steel Institute (CRSI).” Tubular dowel bars are not coated in the same manner as solid dowel bars.
Problem
Standard spec 505.2.6.1 states to furnish bars coated in a plant certified by the CRSI. Since tubular dowel bars are coated by a different method, there is not a CRSI plant certification document for the coating of tubular dowel bars.
Solution
Since no certification document is generated at the plant by the CRSI for tubular dowel bars, no plant CRSI certification document is required. Standard Spec 505.2.6.2.3(2) contains the coating specifications for tubular dowel bars.

Add the following language as a no cost change order to contracts that include tubular dowel bars.
Tubular dowel bars do not need to be coated in a plant certified by the Concrete Reinforcing Steel Institute.
