Background
Effective with the December 2019 letting WisDOT standard spec 104.6.1.2.2 requires all flaggers to be certified and the contractor to provide flagger certification documentation to the engineer before they can perform flagging operations on a WisDOT construction project.
Problem
The department allows contractors to train and certify their own staff following the flagging training requirements section of the department's flagging handbook. Four hours of classroom and eight hours of on-the-job training are mandated. Some contractors have found it difficult to arrange for staffing and implement the required training over the winter shut down.
Solution
The department has agreed to delay full implementation of the flagger certification requirement until June 1 2020.

If the contractor cannot provide enough certified flaggers to ensure safe operations, add the following language as a no cost change order to contracts that require flagging.

Replace paragraph 1 of standard spec 104.6.1.2.2 Flagging with the following:
(1) Ensure that when performing flagging work on the project flaggers wear a high visibility class 3 vest/pants ensemble that meets or exceeds ANSI/ISEA 107-2015 type R. Effective for all construction operations performed on or after June 1, 2020; ensure that flaggers are certified and provide flagger certification documentation to the engineer before flagging.
