MI PERMIT CONDITION SHEET

MICHIGAN BORDER

1. AUTHORITY & ELIGIBILITY

e Under Wis. Stats. s. 348.27(9) , and Wis. Admin. Code ch. Trans 251 and Trans 253, the department
may issue annual or consecutive month permits, for the transportation of loads near the Michigan-
Wisconsin state line.

e Loads may be on a vehicle, or combination of vehicles, and exceed statutory length or weight
limitations.

e Permit also allows for the unladen operation of such vehicles returning from the delivery of a load or
operating to or from a point of fueling, servicing, or purchase or sale of the vehicle.

e The vehicle configuration, length and weight must comply with Michigan law.
o Michigan B-train configurations are allowed under this permit.
o Maximum GVW of 164,000 lbs. is valid for both the 11 air miles and the routes specified in the

Route Limitations section on page 2.

e Atrip authorized by this permit may originate and end in Wisconsin without entering Michigan.

e Carriers using Wisconsin axle weight configurations are allowed to transport raw forest products
into Michigan, so long as a Michigan Raw Forest Permit is purchased.

2. SIZE LIMITATIONS — VEHICLE & LOAD

e Single vehicle length Must comply with Michigan law.
e Vehicle combination length Must comply with Michigan law.
e Overall width 8’6" (legal)
e Overall height 13'6” (legal)

3. WEIGHT LIMITATIONS

Axle weight limitations are described in Wis. Admin. Code s. Trans 251.03. The number of axles, axle weight and
spacing must conform to truck size/weight law in Michigan and GVW may not exceed 164,000 pounds.

e Single axle 18,000 Ibs.

e Tandem axle 16,000 Ibs./axle, until GVW/load weight reaches 73,280 lbs.
e Any other axle 13,000 lbs.

e Maximum GVW permit weight 164,000 Ibs.

4. ROUTE LIMITATIONS

The transportation of loads over any class of highway for a distance not to exceed 11 miles from the
Michigan-Wisconsin state line if the vehicle or combination of vehicles does not violate length or weight
limitations under Michigan law.

If transporting raw forest products, lumber, or forestry biomass this permit is also valid on the following
State and US highways:

The transportation of raw forest products, lumber, or forestry biomass anywhere upon USH 2 in
Iron County, Florence County, Ashland Or Bayfield County, or upon USH 2 in Douglas County
from the Bayfield County line through Marina Drive in the city of Superior, or upon USH 53 from
Marina Drive through N. 5th Street in the city of Superior.

STH 77, from 2nd Avenue in the city of Hurley to Olson Road in the city of Mellen, in Iron and
Ashland counties.

USH 51, from the USH 2/51 interchange north of the city of Hurley to Maple Ridge Road in the
town of Mercer in Iron County.

USH 45, from the Wisconsin— Michigan border to STH 54 in the city of New London.

STH 139, from the Wisconsin-Michigan border to USH 8, in Florence and Forest counties.

USH 8, from the Wisconsin-Michigan border in Marinette County to USH 45 in Oneida County.
STH 13, from the junction of USH 2 and STH 13 in the city of Ashland to the intersection of STH
13 and Old Airport Road in Ashland County.

STH 70, from the junction of STH 70 and USH 45 in the city of Eagle River to the junction of STH
70 and USH 51 in Vilas County.

STH 64, from the junction of STH 64 and USH 45 in the city of Antigo to the junction of STH 64
and USH 141 in Marinette County.

STH 64, from the junction of STH 64 and USH 141 in Marinette County to the junction of STH 64
and USH 41 in the city of Marinette.

USH 141, from the village of Crivitz in Marinette County to the junction of USH 141 and CTH S in
Oconto County.

USH 41, from the town of Abrams in Oconto County to the city of Marinette.

USH 8, from the junction of USH 8 and USH 45 in Oneida County to a point four-tenths of a mile
west on USH 8.

STH 54, from the junction of STH 54 and USH 45 in the city of New London to the junction of STH
54 and CTH S in Outagamie County. Travel on the above listed highways is not allowed if your
vehicle combination meets the criteria of truck configuration number 24 as provided in the
Bridge Analysis Guide prepared by the Michigan department of transportation.

Must have written statement of route approval by the officer in charge of maintenance if the route

desired involves municipal, township or county roads.

5. GENERAL OPERATING REQUIREMENTS
Vehicles may be operated at the posted speed limit.

Permits are suspended during the annual spring thaw period, usually mid-March through mid-May.
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6. INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS
When the permitted load is not overweight by more than 25%:

e Bodily injury, each person $150,000 or $750,000 combined single limit
e Bodily injury, each accident $450,000
e Property damage, each accident $300,000

When the permitted load is greater than 25% overweight:

e Bodily injury, each person $200,000 or $1,000,000 combined single limit
e Bodily injury, each accident $600,000
e Property damage, each accident $400,000

7. VEHICLE REGISTRATION REQUIREMENTS
e Vehicle or vehicles must be registered for not less than the maximum registration weight available or the

permit weight, whichever is less.

8. PERMIT APPLICATION REQUIREMENTS
e Apply using Form MV2612.
e Permits may be issued for 3 to 12 months.

9. PERMIT FEE INFORMATION
e Submit the required fee, per the table below, with your application.
e Make checks payable to: Registration Fee Trust.
e (Calculate fees from the effective day of the permit, not the calendar months. (Example: 9/5 to 11/20 —
greater than 2 months to the day, but less than 3 months, would be calculated as 3 months.)
