The proposed improvement project consists of the roadway resurfacing of 4.7 miles of WIS 105 in the Douglas County.

The project extends from the Minnesota/Wisconsin state line bridge to WIS 35 (Tower Avenue).  

Some basic facts about WIS 105:
• Is a 65-foot restricted state long truck route.  
• Connects to MN 39, the St. Louis River bridge and the state of Minnesota to the west.  
•The average annual daily traffic count is 3,158 vehicles; of that, 7.9% is truck traffic.

The purpose of the proposed project is to preserve and maintain the service life of the roadway surface on WIS 105, provide Americans With Disabilities Act-compliant pedestrian curb ramps, improve the condition of select culverts and improve the road core at locations of settlement.

The need for the project is to address deteriorated pavement and culverts, non-ADA-compliant pedestrian curb ramps and the settlement of the road core in spot locations.

The proposed project includes replacing guardrail, making curb and gutter repairs in Oliver and repairing culverts. The plan at the settlement area at the Little Pokegama River is to remove all of the roadway about 20 feet deep, add drain tile (under drain system) in the roadway to help remove any trapped water and then rebuild the road with sand, gravel and finally asphalt.

Small temporary limited easements (TLE) may be acquired for repair work on some of the existing culverts.

The roadway settlement area west of the Pokegama River has required a lot of maintenance.  When the roadway was built in 1954, a 72-inch culvert pipe was placed in the stream, and then about 40 feet of earth or clay was placed over the top. Water is getting trapped in the clay slope, and the stream is eroding the bottom of the slope.

In this location, the roadway will not be completely removed, but a drainage trench will be constructed under the shoulder of the road to remove water from the roadway slope. Then the project will remove the clay slope and any trapped water and rebuild the slope, which will drain better.


Details and Conceptual Solutions

* Mill off some the existing asphal.

* Overlay the roadway with new
asphalt, including the parking
anes in the city of Superior.

* Place shoulder rumble strips.
* Refresh the gravel shoulders.
» Paint roadway markings.

Finally, to finish the project, the existing asphalt along the entire length of the project - from the Oliver Bridge to Tower Avenue (WIS 35) – will be milled off, and the road will be paved. In addition, rumble strips will be added, gravel shoulders will be refreshed, and new roadway markings will be placed.

This is the current project schedule. 

Currently, we are in the preliminary design phase, investigating the project’s existing conditions, safety and roadway issues. The preliminary design process requires WisDOT to take into account the effect the project will have on the social and natural environment. 

State and federal laws require WisDOT to obtain comments on the potential effects of planned projects through the environmental documentation process. This is the time to provide comments on the resurfacing and safety projects via the written comment sheet or by emailing the project design staff. The public comment period ends on March 31, 2023. 

During construction in 2024, WIS 105 will be repaired in spot locations of settlement. During construction in 2025, remaining work, including resurfacing the road, will be completed, and WIS 105 will remain open to traffic.
